· Training in Texas Department of State Health Services accredited program – EMT Intermediate or Advanced EMT. Must complete 27 hours of continuing education per year to complete 108-hour requirement for their 4-year license period

· Duties of the position require intermittent walking, sitting, and standing.  Bending, stooping, and reaching is required.  The lifting, pushing, pulling, and carrying of patients with the use of equipment.
